DEFINITION

Rhythm is the pattern of sounds and silences in music. It helps create the flow and movement of a piece.

KEY CONCEPTS

Beat

The basic unit of time in music, often felt as a steady pulse.
Tempo

The speed of the beat, usually measured in beats per minute
(BPM).

Meter

The grouping of beats, typically organized into measures or
bars.

Rhythmic Patterns

Specific sequences of long and short notes that create a unique
feel.

Syncopation

A technique where the emphasis is placed on weak beats or off-
beats.

EXAMPLES

→ Clapping along to a song's beat.
→ Counting '1 and 2 and 3 and 4' to keep
time.
→ Playing a simple drum pattern using
quarter notes.

MEMORY TIPS

★ Think of '1, 2, 3, 4' as a heartbeat.
★ Use 'tap your foot' to feel the beat.
★ Associate different rhythms with
familiar songs.

COMMON MISTAKES

✗ Rushing through the tempo.
✗ Ignoring the meter when counting.
✗ Overcomplicating simple rhythmic
patterns.

QUICK RECAP
